Grandpa Joe  tenor/baritone  Charlie’s favorite Grandparent, accompanies Charlie to Factory 

 

Grandma Josephina alto/soprano  Grandpa Joe’s wife; bed-ridden 

 

Grandpa George tenor/baritone  Charlie’s Grandpa; bed-ridden 

 

Grandma Georgina alto/soprano  Grandpa George’s wife; bed-ridden 

 

Candy Man  baritone  Owner of the Candy Shop 

 

James *  any voice  Candy Man Kid 

 

Matilda *  any voice  Candy Man Kid *additional Kids needed 

 

Townspeople  any voices  In Candy Man Scene & Outside Wonka’s Factory 

 

Phineous Trout tenor (baritone) Television Reporter for Golden Ticket Winners 

 

Mickey Mackerel any voice  Phineous Trout’s Videographer
